Adjusting Suction Power

You can adjust the suction power of the appliance by turning the
suction power button located on the body. Use different setlings
according to the type of the surface to be cleaned.

1. Toincrease the suction power, rotate the button clochwise,
2. Todecrease the suction power, rotate the button anti-clockwise.

a. Emptying the Dust Container

For your convenience, KENT Force Cyclonic Vacuum Cleaner comes with
an indicator that flashes whenever the dust container fills up completely.

1. Press the dust container removal button and pull the
container in the direction of the arrow.

2. Remove the filter assembly as shown in the image.

3. Remove the air cutlet filter and empty the dust coltected.

4. Re-assemble the container and filters in a reverse fashion.

b. Washing and Cleaning of Filters.

KEMT Force Cyclonic Vacuum Cleaner comes with two types of filters.

1. Foam Filter
2. HEPA Filter

For trouble free operations, it is impertant to clean the
filters regularty.

Step 1: Remove the HEPA and Foam filters one by one as the foam
filter is placed behind the HEPA filter.

Step 2: Clean and wash the filter under running water.

Step 3: After washing the feam filter, gently wring it and leave it to
dry. The HEPA filter is not to be dried-wire hung.
